t appears that for SWEA/WGTT, 2026 is shaping up to be a very fruitful year of harvesting for the Kingdom
of God. By the grace and enabling of the LORD of the harvest, we certainly experienced a VERY FRUITFUL
FEBRUARY! In fact, it was the second record-breaking month in a row.

As the year began, a 300-member workforce (divided into 70 teams) hit the field with evangelistic zeal, proclaim-
ing the Gospel in school assemblies, open air venues, etc. By the end of January, over 2.5 million people had prayed
to receive Jesus. Then on February 1, they continued with the same Spirit-powered energy. In 28 days, the teams
conducted 3,809 evangelistic events in 14 countries - 260 more than January. They averaged preaching face to face
to nearly 105,000 people PER DAY. As the sun set over the continent of Africa on the last day of February, another
2,629,297 people had openly declared their faith in Jesus as their Savior and Lord.

We not only praise God for the immediate harvest of salvaged lives, but also for the potential of an extended
ingathering through their witness. Every one of the thousands of students who said yes to Jesus is part of a family
who likely had no witness for Christ before. Now they do. Every person who received Jesus as Savior has a circle of
friends that may or may not have heard the Gospel. Now they probably will. No one has more boldness for sharing
Jesus than a new Believer!

PRAYING TO REACH FULL EVANGELISTIC POTENTIAL
WITH ADDITIONAL VEHICLES AND EQUIPMENT

There is another potential for which we need the prayers of our friends - that is the potential for reaching a greater
number of unsaved people with the Gospel. The thing that will make this possible is the addition of more vehicles for
transporting teams to venues and more sound equipment with which to reach the larger audiences. There is also a
need for more video projectors to use in the evening film shows, which attract hundreds, sometimes thousands, of
viewers.

While we praise God for the number of people being reached each month, we also live with the reality that that
number could double if all the teams had adequate tools to work with. More than half the teams have no transpor-
tation or sound equipment. That means they must rent or borrow a vehicle when possible or walk. The ones with no
sound equipment just use their voice and reach as large a crowd as possible with no amplification. Their attitude is
to do what they can, with what they have, and wait on God, trusting Him to provide. Sheila and | are praying, and
we ask you all to pray with us, that God will provide the tools needed to enable all 70 teams to run at full speed and
see additional hundreds of thousands of people receive the message of hope. The average cost of a suitable used
vehicle is about $15,000. A set of equipment averages $4,500.
